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Here are guidelines to follow, so that we can have a great concert! 
1. LOCATION CHANGE! The concert is at Sherwood Park Alliance Church at 1011 Clover Bar Road.
2. Parents are asked to ONLY attend the concert their child is involved in. 
3. Overflow parking will be located at Strathcona Christian Academy Elementary and Elk Island Public Schools board office parking lot.
4. PLEASE DO NOT PARK IN THE SOBEY’S PARKING LOT.
5. No food or drink is allowed in the auditorium.
6. Concert One: K-2: The main doors will open at 6:00 PM. Concert one is from 6:30-7:00 pm. 
7. Concert Two: Grade 3-6 are to arrive at 7:10 PM using the Main Entrance. Doors will open when concert one is cleared out. Concert two is from 7:30 -8:10 PM 
8. Actors and tech person are to see Madame Pickering in the auditorium when the doors open.
9. For Both Concerts: One parent is to drop off their child with their homeroom teacher in their marked meeting area in the fireside room and marked hallway locations! Then join the other members of your party in the auditorium. This will alleviate congestion. 
10. Do not block the main doors of the sanctuary and the aisles. 
11. Keep your children with you that are not performing.
12. Students are to not wear outdoor boots on stage. They need indoor shoes or perform in socks. 
13. COATS AND BOOTS ARE TO BE GIVEN TO PARENTS TO BE IN CHARGE OF. THERE IS NOT ENOUGH HANGERS FOR ALL COATS IN THE CHURCH. 
14. At the end of the concert One Parent will retrieve their child from inside the auditorium after the concert has finished.
15. If leaving after the first concert please exit through the side doors and leave out the side or main doors. 
16. The intermission is from 7:15-7:30 PM. 
17. [bookmark: _GoBack]Concert Two: Do not enter the church auditorium until all the students from the first concert have exited. Enter through the first three doors in the middle. 
18. FOR SAFETY REASONS, if you have a child in both concerts, only one parent gets their K-2 child and the other members stay seated. There will be a lot of people entering and exiting. 
19. After the doors are open and concert two’s audience is in the auditorium then the 3-6 student can go to their meeting place.
20. Please email Mr. Probert if you need a reserved place in the church for wheelchair or mobility device placement.
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
